The four categories for our “Jeopardy” game are the four great themes of the first half of Paul’s letter:
1) We are justified by Faith, through God’s Grace (election and predestination)

2) God’s Judgment has been revealed against all unrighteousness and He will ultimately judge and condemn it (Holiness; Perfection)
3) God’s Righteousness has been revealed in Christ and is given TO US in Christ (Justification)

4) Therefore, there is now no condemnation for those in Christ (Imputed Righteousness; Sanctification; Glorification)
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
