The Doctrine of Salvation – Sanctification & Glorification

Ordo Salutis:  Election, Calling, Regeneration, Conversion, Justification, Adoption, Sanctification, Glorification
· Our testimonies (con’t)

· Hearing how God has worked sovereignly in each of our lives to bring us to Himself

· Sanctification

· Sanctification is the progressive work of God that makes us more and more free from sin and like Christ in our actual lives.

· Sanctification begins at regeneration (Titus 3:5)

· Regeneration is the first step of sanctification – so Paul can speak of sanctification as a completed act (1 Cor 6:11; Acts 20:32)

· We become dead to sin and alive to Christ (Rom 6:11-14)

· Once born again we cannot continue to live habitually in sin (1 John 3:9)

· However, we will never be completely free from sin in this life.

· We must affirm two things:

· We will never be able to say, “I am free from sin”

· We will never be able to say, “Sin defeated me – I give up.”

· Sanctification increases throughout life

· We formerly yielded more and more to sin; now we yield more and more to God (Rom 6:19)

· We are being changed, step by step (2 Cor 3:18)

· Paul says he is not now fully sanctified, but strives to be so (Phil 3:9-14)

· The Bible encourages us as believers to be obedient (James 1:22; 1 Peter 1:15)

· Sanctification is completed at death (for our souls) and when the Lord returns (for our bodies) – Phil 3:21; 1 Cor 15:23; 1 Cor 15:49

· Sanctification is a gift of God, but we “cooperate” in the process by being obedient, reading God’s Word, and seeking after righteousness (Heb 5:14, 12:14; 1 Thess 4:3; 2 Peter 1:5)

· Glorification

· Glorification is the act of God in which, at the point of Christ’s Second Coming, believers are given physical bodies with a perfect human nature, free from corruption and sin.

· 1 Cor 15:51-54
· This is the completion of the salvation process, in which we are fully adopted as sons & daughters of God (Rom 8:23), fully sanctified (Rom 8:29), and fully glorified along with Christ (2 Thess 2:14; Rom 8:17, 18; 2 Cor 4:17)
· Our glorification will correspond with the renewal of the entire physical universe (2 Peter 3:13; Rev 21:4)
· The transformation of the universe will be so complete that there will be a radically new order of existence – and this will be the way God’s Promise Plan to Abraham and his seed will finally be realized.
